American Indians & Alaskan Natives?

Health Reform Provisions Specific to American Indians and Alaskan Natives

There are several provisions in the Affordable Care

Act that benefit Native Americans.

Health Care Insurance Exchanges: The low cre-
ates what is known as Marketplace or health
insurance exchanges. Through a Marketplace,
individuals and small business can purchase
health insurance coverage. This will give con-
sumers the chance to comparison shop and
choose an affordable insurance option that is
right for them.

Eliminates Cost-sharing: American Indians and
Alaska Natives who purchase health insurance
though the exchange do not have to pay co-
pays or other cost-sharing if their income is un-
der 300% of the Federal Poverty Level, which is
roughly $66,00 for a family of four.

Medicaid Expansion: The ACA allows states to
expand Medicaid coverage to individuals with
incomes up to 138% of the Federal Poverty Lev-
el (about $34,000 for a family of four). This pro-
vides more American Indians and Alaska Native
an opportunity for coverage while expanding
the opportunity for Indian health programs’ third
-party collections.

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The ACA permanently reauthorizes the
Indian Health Care Improvement Act.

Reimbursements from Third Parties: Third party
reimbursements from Medicare, Medicaid, Child
Health Plan Plus (CHP+) and private insurance
help IHS fund needed health care services. The
provisions of the new law that improve reim-
bursements and strengthen these programs will
also benefit Indian health programs.

Monthly Enrollment Periods: The health insur-
ance exchanges must provide a special
monthly enrollment periods for American Indians
and Alaska Natives.

Exemption form the Individual Mandate: Mem-
bers of Indian ftribes are exempt from penalties
for failure to carry minimum health care cover-
age.
